Step 1: Go to http://twitter.com
When you get to Twitter.com, you’ll see this page:
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Step 2: Click the Join the conversation! Green Box

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Step 3: Create a Username
It is generally a good idea to use your real name or a variation of your name for Twitter. Twitter is about developing relationships, and we generally don’t start relationships by using an alias. However, if you have a handle that you use elsewhere, be consistent. Then, add your email address and type in the security code then click “I accept, Create my Account” (if you want, you can read the Terms of Service too).

Step 4: Start connecting! 

As you can see by the picture below, Twitter asks for your email information. This step allows Twitter to access your email account to search for people in your address book that might already be using Twitter.  You can select “Skip” in the upper right corner to skip this step. Twitter states very clearly that they don’t use or share your information anywhere:

“We don’t store your login, your password is submitted securely, and we don’t email without your permission.”
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Here’s what the next page will look like:
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What’s cool is that Twitter goes through all your email addresses to see who is already registered with a Twitter account. You can hand pick which of your new “Twitter Friends” you want to add.

There’s also an option where you can invite non-Twitter users to set up Twitter accounts - it looks like this:

Step 5: You’re now an official Twitter User!

When you are on your Twitter page you will have menu bar in the upper right corner.  Use the “Settings” option to upload a picture of yourself, write your bio, find friends, change the look of your page, and update your account information.
